
MUSIC TEAM 

 
 

MINISTRY VISION/PURPOSE: to come together and encourage the congregations to engage in the praise 
and worship of Jesus through music and singing, partnering with the Holy Spirit through using the spiritual 
gifts to enter into the throne room of God. 
 
ROLE: a musician/singer at any of Sunday services.  
 
WHAT THE ROLE INVOLVES: Different services have different requirements however all services require 
that you attend a rehearsal and prepare both practically (in terms of learning music/songs/material) and 
spiritually (in terms of prayer and personal worship time) in advance of the service. 
 
-Sunday 0930: 1830-1930 rehearsal on the preceding Tuesday, 0845 sound check before the 0930 service. 
-Sunday 1115: 1930-2100 choir rehearsal on the preceding Thursday. 1045 run through before the 1115 
service.  
-Sunday 1830: 1630 rehearsal and sound check on the day for the 1830 service. 
 
ESSENTIAL QUALITIES FOR ROLE: a love for Jesus, music, teamwork, fellowship and fun! You need to be 
committed to learning materials in advance of services/rehearsals and have a genuine desire to worship 
and praise Jesus with the aim to bring His people into a place of intimate and powerful corporate worship. 
 
TRAINING/GUIDANCE PROVIDED: much of the training happens ‘on the job’ with this ministry, however 
there are many training opportunities that are put on throughout the year with church team members and 
also with external professionals/ministers.  Choir members receive training each week at their rehearsals.  
 
Upon registering interest for the role an informal discussion will take place with Alex to ascertain where 
best placement in the music team might be. You do not need to be a musician with grades or qualifications 
behind you to be involved.  It is advantageous if you can work with chord sheets, lead sheets and/or sheet 
music but it is not essential. All instruments and voice types/styles are welcome to participate and get 
involved within the music team at KPC.
